There are attempts to pool together the available open access journal articles in smaller ways here and 

there. But a major breakthrough in this field is the endeavour of Paperity – the first multi-disciplinary journal 

articles aggregator. This paper describes the basic look and feel of Paperity website showing the home page, 

search options, advanced search options and browsing facilities. The paper also gives a quantitative account of 

25 lakh plus open access articles from 8000 plus journals as available in Paperity database. The analysis shows 

that:  The journal ‘PLOS One’ leads the table with 202181 articles followed by Nucleic Acids Research with 

36273 articles and Monthly Notices of the Royal Astronomical Society with 33854 articles. 17,21,299 papers out 

of 25,63,388 open access articles are published in English language followed by Polish with 49,650 papers, 

German with 39683 papers and French with 32039 papers. A majority of 3, 81,719 open access papers included 

in Paperity are from USA. Three countries namely UK (1,38,867), Germany (1,07,966) and China (1,05,095) 

have contributed more than 1 lakh but less than 1.5 lakh open access papers. Oxford University Press has the 

highest number of 4.36 lakhs open access articles followed by Public library of science and Biomed Central with 

2.27 lakhs of papers each in Paperity. There are 22, 53,052 regular papers and 3, 10,433 grey papers in 

Paperity. The paper concludes with the wish that more publishers should come forward to make their research 

papers available in Paperity.

0. Abstract 

         One of the foremost problems in any survey research is determining the required sample size for the 

proposed study. The sample size decides the relative relevancy and reliability of your research data. The 

interpretation of the data becomes valid only if the researcher has collected the data from a minimum 

recommended sample size. The present study aims at portraying four different ways the researchers may employ 

to determine the sample size of their research work. The study gives the screen shots of half of dozen online 

sample size calculators and shows how to calculate the sample size. A note of readymade tables for ascertaining 

sample size is given with an example of Morgan’s table for sample size. Slovin’s sample size formula has been 

illustrated with an example. And the paper also talks about Excel sheet calculators which may be used to fix the 

sample size. An example of such an excel sheet is demonstrated. It is concluded that the researchers should 

explore and make use of such freely available tools and techniques to make their research process easier and 

smooth ensuring reliability and originality.

1. Introduction 

Census and Survey are the two popular methods adopted by the social science researchers for collecting 
primary data from the respondents. While census methods makes you collect data from the entire population, 
survey methods demands your collect primary data from a sample respondents rather than the whole population. 
Most of the social science researches are survey studies. The researchers should follow a comprehensive and 
authoritative method of determining the sample size i.e from how many respondents the data is to be collected 
with the help of questionnaires, schedules, checklists, google forms etc?  

2. What is a “Sample Size”? 

A sample size is a part of the population chosen for a survey or experiment. For example, you might take a 
survey of Smartphone owner’s brand preferences. You won’t want to survey all the millions of Smartphone 
owners in the country (either because it’s too expensive or time consuming), so you take a sample size. That may 
be several thousand owners. The sample size is a representation of all Smartphone owner’s brand preferences. If 
you choose your sample wisely, it will be a good representation.

3. What are Confidence Interval / Margin of Error?  

The confidence interval (also called margin of error) is the plus-or-minus figure usually reported in 
newspaper or television opinion poll results. For example, if you use a confidence interval of 5 and 57% percent 
of your sample picks an answer you can be "sure" that if you had asked the question of the entire relevant 
population between 52% (57-5) and 62% (57+5) would have picked that answer.
