and public. Libraries use reports as the communication channel for showcasing its activities /
functions to the management and outside world.

II. Reporting : Definition

Reporting means keeping authorities, to whom the executive head of an organization
is responsible, informed about the progress or regress of his work (Mittal, 1969, p.41).

Reporting serves the purpose of keeping authorities and the public at large informed
about the performance, achievements and shortfalls for a specific period. This function not
only helps with a healthy self-assessment but also by maintaining good public relations.
Libraries usually generate a great amount of statistical data and reports (NIILM, n.d).

II1. Library Reports

The librarian is supposed to prepare a variety of reports at different frequencies. Some
reports may be prepared daily while some reports may be prepared weekly, monthly,
quarterly, half-yearly or yearly, depending on the requlremen.ts. T'hese reports serve as a base
for all evaluation purposes and accreditation processes. The libraries may prepare reports on:

Books issued, returned, renewed, reserved in a given Penod .
